Introducing Geometer’s Sketchpad Through Nature and Art:

In this activity, you will learn to see that geometry is a way of thinking about and seeing the world.  You will become aware of geometry in nature, as well as in various art forms.  In the process, you will learn some of the basics of Geometer’s Sketchpad, a tool we will use to explore the world of geometry.
Steps:
· Log in and open Project1.

· Notice the document tabs at the bottom of each window.  Click on each tab and then choose your favorite image.

· Now study your image and look for as many various shapes and symmetries you can find (the more, the better!).  Use the Sketchpad tools to create shapes that lay on top of the designs inherent in your image.  Here are some questions to guide you:
· How can you apply the tools in Sketchpad to create points, segments, lines, rays, and circles in your drawing?

· How can you use the polygon tools to create various shapes in your drawing?

· How can you use the Sketchpad tools to show lines of symmetry?

· Erase the original image by right clicking on the background and choosing, “Hide Picture.”

· In the upper or lower right corner, create a text box that includes your name, date, and class period.
· Print your final product.
